Since the Historic Mount Airy Ghost Tours were so popular in its inaugural season last year, the
Mount Airy Museum of Regional History is bringing them back this year. The first tour was

Matt Edwards, executive director of the Mount Airy Museum of Regional History, said the tours
are like Hawaiian shirts, “once you get them out of the closet, they all come out.”
